performance installation for 7-10 performers in white carrying white umbrellas
accompanied by roaming videographers and photographers. The cast features
company members and veteran community dancers: Jacqui Bowman, Eiko Fan, Sally
Forester, Nani Manion, Anne-Marie Mulgrew, Jennifer Prydybasz and Gabrielle Revlock.
This 50-minute work moves slowly and quietly throughout the festivities bringing
attention and new awareness to neighborhood landmarks.



Conceived and choreographed by Artistic Director/Founder, Anne-Marie Mulgrew
"Dances for Imaginary Places" is tailored to the natural beauty and architecture of the
sites and will be re-imagined for Ardmore. The work is built on a walking score accented
by a series of movement tableaus, intimate gestures and choreographed phrases. Is it a
procession, parade, protest, film or dream? ** # aspires to make
unsuspected viewers who stumble upon the activity pause, reflect and remember. By
interacting with the historic sites, one's sense of space and time and past and present
merge. Spectators are invited to make their own interpretations and follow the troupe
through the area.
